Outlined are the main topics that we will be learning about in terms 1 and 2. The learning intentions are taken from the 2014 National Curriculum. Some children will have exceeded these expectations and will be given enrichment activities that allow them to broaden and deepen their understanding; others will be working towards these expectations and will be given necessary support.

Year 6 Autumn Curriculum Outline





Computing
We will begin Computing this year by creating our own text-based adventure games with a Viking/Anglo-Saxon theme! After half term we turn to creating Audio-visual guides for our very own Explorers Museum.  
English
Our English work will begin with the autobiographical text I am Malala and the linked text The girl at the front of the class. After this, we will be focusing on the Anglo-Saxon legend “Beowulf”. This will link this to our topic on the Viking invasion of Anglo-Saxon England. We will primarily use the story version of Beowulf by Michael Morpurgo, however we will also look at the original poem and Seamus Heaney’s version. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]After the half term break, we will continue the theme of explorers by reading Shackleton’s Journey. Through our study of this text we will write poetry, job applications and descriptive writing to name but a few.  In the lead up to Christmas we will listen to a range of poetry including 
Our key objectives will be to maintain positive attitudes to reading and understanding of what they read by: 
· continuing to read and discuss an increasingly wide range of fiction, poetry, plays, non-fiction and reference books or textbooks. 
· increasing their familiarity with a wide range of books, including myths, legends and traditional stories, modern fiction, fiction from our literary heritage, and books from other cultures and traditions. 
Pupils should be taught:
· How words are related by meaning as synonyms and antonyms [for example, big, large, little].
· To link ideas across paragraphs using a wider range of cohesive devices: repetition of a word or phrase, grammatical connections and ellipsis. 


Mathematics
Our key objectives for Maths will be to:
· Read and write numbers up to 10 000 000
· Solve addition multi-step problems in contexts, deciding which operations and methods to use and why.
· Solve problems involving similar shapes where the scale factor is known or can be found.
· Identify and use common multiples to turn two or more fractions to the same denomination
· Recall and use equivalences between simple fractions, decimals and percentages
· Solve problems involving the relative sizes of two quantities where missing values can be found by using integer multiplication and division facts.
· Find unknown angles in any triangle, quadrilateral or other regular polygons.
· Illustrate and name parts of circles, including radius, diameter and circumference
· ALGEBRA- finds pairs of number that satisfy number sequences involving two unknowns e.g.  x +y =250 g
· Calculate the area of parallelograms and triangles
· Construct pie charts


Science
Evolution and Inheritance: 
We will begin the year by looking at evolution and adaptation
 Animals including humans:  
After half term we will be linking our science to our Explorers topic. We will be learning about the human circulatory system and the impact of diet and exercise on how our bodies function. We will think about explorers and how they must prepare for extreme climates and endurance challenges so that they can remain fit and healthy throughout.

Geography
Our topic for term 2 will be Mountains.  The children will learn about this environment, its weather and land use as well as finding out about famous mountains across the world. 
Whilst learning about Anglo-Saxon England, the children will also develop their understanding of the United Kingdom now and how it is divided politically. 

Art and DT
Art and DT will also be topic based this term.  In term 1 the children will research and then build their own Viking longboats. In term 2, we will look at the art of Katsushika Hokusai and his mountain paintings and use this as a stimulus for our own art work. 

Music
They year we will begin by learning about Baroque music and the development of opera. After half term, we will consider dynamics, pitch and  texture through a range of music.

French
We start the year looking at our school – ‘notre ecole’ before moving on after half term to looking at different routines using the Eurostars French programme.
PSHE 
We begin this term thinking about our relationships and how we can ensure these are positive for us. After half term we will move on to think about difference and why it is important to respect and celebrate our differences.  

RE
We begin the year by looking at Creation and Evolution: conflicting or complementary? During this unit we will explore the different theories and whether they complement or conflict. In term 2 we will look at Incarnation, exploring the connection with Biblical text and the birth of a Messiah.

History
In term 1 we will be learning about the Viking invasion of Anglo-Saxon England. We will begin by considering this time in history and what England was like. The children will then find out why the Vikings came to England, about Danelaw and the impact they had on England in the time of Edward the Confessor.
PE
We are very lucky to have Robbie from TeamTheme supporting our PE this year. He will start with Tag Rugby lessons. We will also learn the skills required for Hockey in our other PE lesson each week.
Your child will need to be prepared for both indoor and outdoor PE each week and should have track suit trousers as the weather gets colder.
