It was built in 1100 by the Normans as a motte-and-bailey castle, until it was replaced with a more temporary castle and fortress for when the Vikings started to invade Britain. Carisbrooke Castle has been on the Isle of Wight for over 1,000 years which is quite impressive because on the Isle of Wight there is a lot of rain and bad weather that could affect the state of the castle but because it has survived so long it is clear that it was built very well and that the Normans have very good building skills. Because of the Civil War in 1642 Carisbrooke Castle went into the hands of Parliamentary forces and so was turned into a kind of prison that was used for more royal people then people who just came from the streets. Even so the royal people who came to the castle were treated well and got very comfortable beds and living space.

Later Carisbrooke Castle was also used for King Charles’s daughter and youngest son. After being sent to Carisbrooke Castle to be imprisoned there King Charles’s daughter Princess Elizabeth died there in 1650 only at the age of 14 which was very young to be sent to prison let alone dying there. Carisbrooke Castle is very well kept at the Isle of Wight and has over 131, 000 visitors each year. Carisbrooke Castle is located in the Isle of Wight in Newport which is in the centre of the country. Did you know that Carisbrooke Castle used to be home to some donkeys, they kept them there and looked after and cared for them whilst trying to look after the castle. Now you can go and see Carisbrooke Castle at the Isle of Wight and even with the huge amount of people who visit it each year it is still kept in very good condition. I am really looking forward to seeing Carisbrooke Castle when we go to visit the Isle of Wight because I am really looking forward to seeing a castle close up and all  of the different parts to it.
